Weight Equipment Specifications 

I. Intended Use:

South Panola High School’s intended use for the weight equipment is to provide each student athlete with safe, long lasting, functional weight equipment that will develop their individual athletic potential. 

II. Specific Requirements

These specific requirements provide an overview of the requested and required services set forth by South Panola School District for South Panola High School. 

Item: Custom Slotted Double Full Rack/ Half Rack Combo with Weight Storage

Description: Racks

An 8 post rack system with built on weight storage for Olympic plates. The bottom cross sectional frames must be greater or equal to 5 inches off the floor. The rack must be supported on 8 rubber coated feet. The rack must include two chambered pull up bars with added 4 neutral grip bars with knurling. The rack must have a walk thru design this means having no bottom cross sectional brace for the middle or back of the rack. The walk thru design must have a reinforced arch brace at the top of the rack directly above the walk thru. The bottom sectional braces of the rack that must have an Ultra High Molecular Weight (UHMW) protection coating. The bottom sectional braces that hold the band peg adjustments must have the UHMW protection coating. There must be 2-3 inch x 3 inch 11 gauge steel 96 inch in length multi-functional connecting braces that connects the individual racks to each other. The connecting braces must have 1 inch holes on all four sides. 




Dimensions and Weight:

Overall dimensions must be greater or equal to: 49 inches wide x 132 inches deep x 108 inches tall, and the weight of the rack by itself must be greater or equal to 1600 pounds. 




Frame:

The 8 post frames must be greater or equal to: 4 inch x 3 inch 7 gauge steel. The cross sectional frames must be greater or equal to: 3 inch x 3 inch 7 gauge steel. All structural frame bolts will need to go thru the tubing and must have 3/8 inch thick backing plates. The bolts must be ½ inch zinc coated with washers and lock nuts. The non-structural attachments must be ½ inch flat head bolts tapped into frame post. 




Paint: 

The metal must be pretreated with an iron phosphate wash and then a 2-3 mil baked on powder coating finish must be applied. All the high wear parts must be coated using a textured coating powder. 




Slotted Skins:

The six front 4 inch x 3 inch 7 gauge steel adjustable steel posts must be covered in 11 gauge textured steel laser cut slotted skins with 3 inch adjustable slots. The 11 gauge textured steel skin must wrap around the front and sides of the 2 front 4 inch x 3 inch 7 gauge steel posts covering 75 percent or ¾ of the post. The textured steel skin must attach to the 2 front 4 inch x 3 inch 7 gauge steel adjustable posts with no less than 10 ¼ inch bolts tapped into the 2 front 4 inch x 3 inch 7 gauge steel adjustable post. The textured steel adjustable slots must be labeled 1 thru 20 in numerical order and must be laser cut into the textured steel. NO EXCEPTIONS. 




High Wear Parts:





Quick Adjust Bar Catches (QABC):

The QABC must be formed from 3/8 inch steel. They must have two 1 inch round pegs that support the QABC in the textured steel slots. The QABC must have the UHMW protective coating. The QABC must have a 1 inch thick UHMW contact area with a slopped gusset under the bar catch for safety and these must be replaceable. From the top of the QABC the UHMW protection must go up to or be greater than 5 inches in height. The QABC must have rubber grip handles on the back side. 





Quick Adjust Safety Spotters (QASS):

The QASS must be greater or equal to 2 ½ inch x 2 ½ inch formed steel. They must have two 1 inch round pegs that support the QASS in the textured steel slots. The QASS must have the replaceable UHMW protective coating. The QASS must have a rubber grip handle on the back side. 





Weight Storage Pegs (WSP):

The WSP must be greater or equal to a 1 inch solid round bar welded to a 2 inch x 3/8 inch steel rack bracket running along the length of the two back corner post. The WSP must have the UHMW protection and they must be capped. 





Stretch Band Attachments (SBA):

The SBA at the bottom must be raised greater or equal to 5 inches from the top of the floor. The length between the first and last SBA adjustment holes needs to be in 5 inch increments. Must have at least 2 removable and replaceable 1 inch chrome adjustable pegs on each side having spring collars and must extend 9 inches from the outside edge of the rack to allow adequate band position on the bar. 





Hook attachments (HA):

The HA must be attached to two back corner post via 3/8 inch steel rack bracket. The HA must have UHMW protection to protect the post. 




Logos:

Must have a place for color logos of our choice for the front and back sides of the rack. Must be able to have color logos of our choice on the QABC and QASS. Must have SP laser cut into the QASS (Quick Adjust Safety Spotters).




Jammer Attachments:

Jammer attachment must consist of 2-9’ post with adjustment holes ever 3”. Post shall extend 1’ from rack and must be connected by 3” X 3” tubing. Must have 2 Jammer arms with regular and neutral grip. 




Bridge Connectors:

There must be 2-3 inch x 3 inch 11 gauge steel 96 inch in length multi-functional connecting braces that connects the individual racks to each other. The connecting braces must have 1 inch holes on all four sides. 




Ascending Bridge Connectors:

There must be 2 ascending connectors mounted perpendicular to bridge connectors to hold monkey bars. They shall have holes ever 3” and ascend up 1’. 




Ascending Monkey Bar System:

Must have 2 ascending post perpendicular to connecting braces between each rack. They must have 6 monkey bars that will ascend 6 inches in the middle and go back down to the opposite connecting brace. Monkey Bars shall be 44” long and 1 ¼” diameter. 

Item: 0/90 Dumbbell Adjustable Bench

Description: 

The DAB must be able to go flat at 0 degrees. It must be able to incline at 30 degrees and 45 degrees. It must be able to be upright at 90 degrees. The seat and back pad must have a lever arm adjustment that has no pop pins. The seat and back pad must have a minimum gap of 1 inch to 1 ¼ inch. The DAB must have handle and wheels to allow easy movement. The DAB must have checkered angle steel plated spotter steps. The rear cross piece must be off the ground. The DAB must have 1 inch thick rubber feet. The DAB back pad must have a vinyl head sleeve that has been special treated for perspiration. 

Frame:


Must be greater or equal to 2 inch x 3 inch 11 gauge welded steel. 

High Wear Parts:

All the moving parts must have oil impregnated brass bushing with greater or equal to ½ inch bolts. 



Padding:

Must have greater or equal to 1 ½ inch 6 pound closed density foam covered in naugahide. The vinyl must be sewn in greater or equal to ¼ inch vinyl covered back plate. Must be GRIP PAD covering not vinyl covering. 



Paint:

The metal must be pretreated with an iron phosphate wash and then a 2-3 mil baked on powder coating finish must be applied. All the high wear parts must be coated using a textured powder coating. 



Logos:

Must have a place for color logos of our choice on the vinyl head sleeve. Must have vinyl logo on Gusset on bottom of bench.
