Notice of Proposal

Purpose
This request for proposals provides accredited firms with sufficient information to enable them to prepare and submit a proposal for consideration by the Chester County School Districts' Joint Purchasing Board for services described herein.

Incurring Costs
The Chester County School Districts' Joint Purchasing Board, or any school district, is not liable for any cost incurred by firms (bidders) prior to the issuance of an agreement, contract, or purchase order for requested services.

Request for Clarifications
In the event it becomes necessary to revise any part of this request for proposals, an addendum will be provided to all bidders who received the basic request for proposal.  Requests for clarification should be in writing and directed to Sharon Fremont, Purchasing Manager.

Tax Exemption
As a public school entity, the Intermediate Unit, the school districts and the Joint Purchasing Board, are exempt from Pennsylvania Sales and Use Taxes, and enjoy all other Federal and State tax exemptions afforded public school entities and/or similar political subdivisions.

Proposal Date
In order to be considered, a complete response to this request for proposals must be received no later than 2:00 p.m. on Wednesday, May 9, 2018, by the Chester County School Districts' Joint Purchasing Board.  It is the responsibility of the proposer to insure that the proposal has been received by the date and time specified.

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Section II
Request for Proposal - General Information

Rejection or Acceptance of Proposals
The Joint Purchasing Board expressly reserves the right to reject any or all proposals or portions thereof, to waive any informalities or irregularities in the proposals received, and to accept that proposal or portions thereof which are in the best interests of the participating school entities which it represents.

The Joint Purchasing Board reserves the right to award multiple contracts; each district may make award to the company best able to meet their individual district needs.  No bidder may withdraw their proposal for a period of sixty (60 days after the opening thereof.

Proposal(s) accepted by the Joint Purchasing Board and the award of a contract may be subject to the execution of a written agreement by the "bidder" within twenty (20) days of receipt of the award.

Proof of Accreditation
No contract shall be awarded until the proposals have been examined and the award authorized by the Joint Purchasing Board.

Each firm responding to this "RFP" is responsible for providing the Chester County School Districts' Joint Purchasing Board with sufficient information to allow verification of their accredited status.

All vendors may be required to provide evidence of technical ability, experience and financial responsibility.  No proposal will be accepted from, or contract awarded to, any individual or firm who is a defaulter as surety, contractor, or otherwise within the past twelve (12) months.

All proposers shall submit with the proposal identification of those individuals who will have significant involvement in this project, including their professional qualifications and experience.

All proposers shall include with their proposal a list of clients (preferably school districts) for whom similar or comparable projects have been performed.  Please indicate whether the personnel to be involved in this project had a major role in providing professional services to clients listed.

Qualifications and Requirements
Specific details regarding experience of your firm in bulb, ballast and battery recycling.  Include four (4) references from school districts of similar size to those in Chester County. Include the name and telephone number of a contact person for each of the four (4) references.

Number of full time staff and their responsibilities.

All staff assigned to this project must have a minimum of one (1) years experience in bulb, ballast and battery recycling, as well as comply with all EPA, Federal, State, Local and all environmental regulations.

Each firm submitting a proposal must submit with the proposal a notarized statement of any citations or violations that have been issued by any regulatory agency against their firm or clients of their firm.

All firms submitting a proposal must submit with the proposal a list of all proposed sub-contractors.  
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Insurance Requirements
The successful firm shall take out and maintain and shall require all subcontractors, if any, being primary or secondary, to take out and maintain the following types of insurance coverage with MINIMUM COMBINED SINGLE LIMITS OF $1,000,000.

Performance Bond - the Chester County School Districts' Joint Purchasing Board reserves the right to require the successful vendor to submit a performance bond in the amount of ten (10) percent of the total estimated value of the award.

Determination of Award of Contract
No contract shall be awarded until the proposals have been examined and the award authorized by the Joint Purchasing Board.  In determining the award to a bidder, the following elements may be considered:

a.   Responsiveness of proposal in clearly stating an understanding of services to be performed;


b.   Technical experience of the firm;


c.   Qualifications of staff;


d.   Size and structure of the firm, considering the scope of the services to be performed;


e.   Cost factors to perform the specified services.

Execution of Request for Proposal
Request for proposals shall be executed in the following manner.



A.
INDIVIDUAL:
Where the bidder is an individual, he shall sign the form personally.



B.
PARTNERSHIP:
Where the bidder is a partnership, the proposal shall be signed in the name of the partnership, followed by the signature of a partner.



C.
CORPORATION:
Where the bidder is a corporation, the proposal shall be executed in the name of the corporation, signed by the president or vice-president, and by the secretary or assistant secretary thereto, or if the proposal is submitted by an agent other than the above, he shall submit evidence of his authority certified by the secretary of the corporation under corporate seal.

Where the bidder is trading under the Fictitious Names Act, the proposal shall include the fictitious name and the names of the persons or corporations conducting said business.
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Instructions for Non-Collusion Affidavit


a.
This Non-Collusion Affidavit is material to any contract awarded pursuant to this bid.  According to the Pennsylvania Antibid-Rigging Act, 73 P.S. §§1611 et seq., governmental agencies may require Non-Collusion Affidavits to be submitted together with bids.


b.
This Non-Collusion Affidavit must be executed by the member, officer or employee of the bidder who makes the final decision on prices and the amount quoted in the bid.


c.
Bid rigging and other efforts to restrain competition, and the making of false sworn statements in connection with the submission of bids are unlawful and may be subject to criminal prosecution.  The person who signs the Affidavit should examine it carefully before signing and be assured that each statement is true and accurate, making diligent inquiry, as necessary, of all other persons employed by or associated with the bidder with responsibilities for the preparation, approval or submission of the bid.


d.
In the case of a bid submitted by a joint venture, each party to the venture must be identified in the bid documents, and an Affidavit must be submitted separately on behalf of each party.


e.
The term "complementary bid" as used in the Affidavit has the meaning commonly associated with that term in the bidding process, and includes the knowing submission of bids higher than the bid of another firm, any intentionally high or noncompetitive bid, and any other form of bid submitted for the purpose of giving a false appearance of competition.


f.
Failure to file an Affidavit in compliance with these instructions may result in disqualification of the bid.
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Legal Conditions
1.
The Advertisement for RFP, Information to Bidders, General Conditions of the RFP, Special Conditions, if any, the Specifications for the articles, supplies, equipment and materials or a description of the services desired, as well as the Proposal, Agreement, Bid Deposit, Bonds and Notification of Award, shall be collectively known and designated as the "Contract Documents" and together shall form the Contract.

2.
No bidder may withdraw any bid without the approval of the Joint Purchasing Board.

3.
The Chester County School Districts' Joint Purchasing Board reserves the right to waive any informalities, technicalities and irregularities or reject any and all bids or portions thereof.  The entities are referred to as the owner and/or the participating members in this bid request.

4.
No rights shall accrue to any bidder submitting a bid or proposal until such bid has been accepted, contract awarded, and purchase orders finally and completely executed in writing by duly authorized officers of each participating entity or the Joint Purchasing Board.

5.
No bid bond, certified check, cashier's check or other security is required for this bid.

6.
No performance bond or other performance security is required for this bid.

7. The Supplier (successful bidder) will be responsible for any damage to property caused by Supplier or his agents.  Supplier further covenants and agrees to assume and does hereby assume all liability for, and shall and does agree to, indemnify and save harmless the participating entities against any and all loss, costs, suits, claims, charges or damages arising from injuries sustained by mechanics, laborers, workmen, or by any person or persons whatsoever, to their persons or property, whether employed in and about the said work or otherwise, by reason of any accidents, damages or injuries, torts, or trespasses happening in and about, or in any way incident to, or by reason of the performance of this contract and the performance of said work and labor, including costs, counsel fees, and all expenses of defense, and agrees to carry the usual property damage and liability insurance and to furnish certificates thereof, when required by the participating entities or the Joint Purchasing Board.

8. All applicable laws shall be deemed to be part of these specifications and the contract shall be read and enforced as though they were included.

9. In compliance with the Act of Assembly, the Supplier further covenants, and agrees to accept, insofar as the work covered by this contract in Pennsylvania is concerned, the provisions of the Worker's Compensation Act of 1951, and any supplements or amendments thereto, which may have been or may hereafter be passed, or shall file with the participating entities a certificate from the Department of Labor and Industry.  Further, the supplier will comply with the Pennsylvania School Code, including Act 34, Criminal History Background Check; Act 151, Child Abuse Clearance Check; and Act 159, the Employee Right to Know Law.

10.
The "Pennsylvania Worker and Community Right To Know Act" requires employers to have available Material Safety Data Sheets (MSDS's) for all substances and mixtures that are found in the work place.  Therefore, the Chester County School Districts' Joint Purchasing Board and participating entities, as a condition of doing business ask that MSDS's accompany all incoming products or supplies that are subject to the referred act (Act 159), including bid samples.  Participating entities may refuse shipments without the accompanying MSDS's.

Products bid and purchased, including samples, shall be properly labeled so as to comply with all legal provisions.
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Section III
Request for Proposals - Specific Information

Bulb, Ballast, Battery Recycling Service
Background
The Chester County School Districts' Joint Purchasing Board is a consortium of all the public schools in Chester County, Pennsylvania.  Representatives on this Board are the School Business Administrators of each of the school districts within the county.  As an organization, our purpose is to undertake transactions such as group bidding of school products, jointly requesting proposals for school services, and to consort on these projects where joint participation by all, or several school districts, is an economical means of acquiring such products and services.

Purpose and Objectives
The Chester County School Districts' Joint Purchasing Board is requesting proposals for Bulb, Ballast and Battery Recycling Services on behalf of the county school districts. 
All services, methods, transportation, recycling and disposal shall comply with all EPA, Federal, State, Local and all environmental regulations.
SCOPE OF WORK

1.0 Contract 

Award(s) will be issued to the most qualified low bidder.  Each district may make award to the vendor best able to meet their individual district needs.  The contract will be in the form of Purchase Orders from participating entities.  
1.1 Contract Period
Prices bid by successful bidders shall be firm for the term of the contract, starting September 1, 2018, with the JP Members having the option to renew for two additional one-year terms.  Each participating entity reserves the right not to renew the contract, without cause, for the two additional one-year terms.
1.2 Contract Pricing

a. The preferred method of pricing is for vendor to provide containers if requested for bulbs, ballast and batteries and for the vendor to pick-up containers.  Pricing is to include recycling and management services that include pick-up and transportation for bulbs, ballast and batteries.  Vendors must comply with all EPA Regulations, Federal, State, Local and all environmental regulations.  
b.
Vendors may choose to submit pricing for mail in service (using FedEx or UPS) for consideration.  Mail in service would cover ALL costs including containers, shipping and all other cost involved with recycling these items.  Vendors must comply with all EPA Regulations, Federal, State, Local and all environmental regulations.

2.0 Details of Work, Pick-up Service
a. Vendor to provide the appropriate approved DOT boxes and containers if requested for the pick-up of fluorescent bulbs, ballast and batteries.
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b. Pick-ups will be on an “on-call” basis which will require the vendor to pick up the materials (between 7:30 am to 3:00 pm) within 5 business days from the call at the stated 
location(s) per each participating entity.  Each participating entity may or may not establish routine pick up dates/times. 

c. All services, methods, transportation, recycling and disposal shall comply with all EPA, Federal, State, Local and all environmental regulations.

d. It is the vendor responsibility to load materials into their truck.
e. Vendor shall complete all paperwork required for the shipment and recycling of bulbs, ballasts and batteries.  This will include the certificate of recycling and destruction of all waste materials with documentation given to entity.
f. Districts reserve the right if in the best interest for school to deliver to the vendor facility.

2.1 Details of Work, Mail-in Service

a.  Vendor to provide the appropriate approved DOT boxes and containers for the mail-in service of fluorescent bulbs, ballast and batteries that meet the requirements of all federal, state and local shipping laws and the instructions for use.

b.   For each container type and size, the vendor shall include a description of how many in-tact bulbs the container will hold.

c.
All services, methods, transportation, recycling and disposal shall comply with all EPA, Federal, State, Local and all environmental regulations.

d.   Vendor will supply the certificate of recycling and destruction of all waste materials to be given to the entity.  

e.   Entity will not be responsible for any breakage of bulbs.
3.0 Contract Staffing

The vendor shall provide sufficient staffing and equipment to accomplish this work.
4.0 Submittals


a.   The vendor shall provide a copy of applicable licenses, if requested for allowing for recycling.  



b.   Provide recycling manifests or bills of lading from the generator to the disposal facility indicating the place and method of recycling.


       c.   Vendor will issue the certificate of recycling and destruction of all waste materials to entity.
