No bidder may withdraw their bid for a period of ninety (90) days after the date of opening of bids.

The Board reserves the right to reject any or all bids and to waive, at its discretion, any irregularities, mistakes, omissions or informalities relative thereto.

The Board of School Directors of the Northern York County School District invites sealed bids on the general category noted above and specific items detailed in the attached documents.  General bid conditions are listed below.  It is the responsibility of each bidder to read and be aware of the conditions for bidding.

These specifications outline general conditions for bidding.  Some items may not be applicable to a specific bid.  If you are uncertain an item applies, please contact Mr. Jeffrey A. Mummert, Business Manager (717-432-8691 x1105) for clarification.

GENERAL REQUIREMENTS

1. Advertisement:  The Northern York County School District will accept sealed bids for the purpose of leasing Relocatable Classrooms until 2:00 PM prevailing time, Tuesday, April 18, 2000, at which time they will be publicly opened and read.  Specifications and information can be obtained by contacting Mr. Jeffrey A. Mummert, Business Manager, 149 S. Baltimore Street, Dillsburg, PA  17019.  Bids must be clearly marked “RELOCATABLE CLASSROOMS BID”, identify the bidder, and be forwarded in a sealed envelope to Mr. Jeffrey A. Mummert, Business Manager, at the same address.

2. Bid Identification:  All bids must be identified as to the nature of contents in the lower left corner of the envelope, such as “RELOCATABLE CLASSROOMS BID”.

3. Bidder’s Response:  All responses must be typewritten or written in ink and must be clearly identified with any changes or conditions noted.

4. Signature:  Each bid must be signed in ink by an authorized company representative giving his/her title and date.

5. Bid Opening:  All bids must be delivered to Northern York County School District, 149 S. Baltimore Street, Dillsburg, PA  17019, prior to 2:00 PM prevailing time, on Wednesday, April 18, 2000, at which place and time they will be publicly opened and read.

6. Terms:  For the purposes of these specifications, the term “Contractor” shall be the successful bidder or company.

7. Reservation:  The Board of School Directors of the Northern York County School District reserves the right to reject any or all bids or parts of bids and may waive any informalities, technicalities, or irregularities, and to negotiate any corresponding escalation or de-escalation of items and/or price.

8. Bid Bond:  All bids exceeding $25,000 shall be accompanied by a Bid Bond or Certified Check drawn to the order of the Northern York County School District for ten percent (10%) of the amount of the bid as a guarantee that the bidder will execute a formal contract and furnish a bond as specified in Item #8 should the bidder be awarded the contract.

9. Performance Bond and Labor and Material Payment Bond:  The successful bidder must, within ten (10) days of being notified of acceptance of the bid, and prior to the contract being awarded, for any contract exceeding $5,000, provide a Performance Bond and Labor and Material Payment Bond, each in the amount of one hundred percent (100%) of the contract price.  (Sections 756 and 757 of the PA School Code and Public Works Contractors Bond Law of 1967).  Failure to comply will result in bidder’s certified check or bid bond being declared forfeited as liquidated damages and all obligations of the Owner in connection herewith will be cancelled.  Certified checks will be returned to the unsuccessful bidders after the awarding of the contract and after the successful bidder has furnished a Performance bond.

10. No Cash Allowances:  No cash allowances for any purpose are included in the specifications of this project.

11. Competent Workmen:  For projects with a total cost of $25,000 or less.  According to Section 752 of the Pennsylvania Public School Code of 1949, no person shall be employed to do work under such contract except competent and first class workmen and mechanics.  

No workmen shall be regarded as competent first class, within the meaning of this Act, except those who are duly skilled in their respective branches of labor, and who shall be paid not less than such rates of wages and for such hours’ work as shall be established and current rates of wages paid for such hours by employers of organized labor in doing of similar work in the district where work is being done.

12. Discrimination Prohibited:  According to Section 755, Public School code of Pennsylvania, 1949 as amended, the Contractor agrees:

1. That in the hiring of employees for the performance of work under this contract, or any sub-contract hereunder, no such contractor or sub-contractor, shall, by means of race, creed or color, discriminate against any citizen of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania who is qualified and available to perform work to which the employment relates.

2. That no contractor, sub-contractor, nor any person on his behalf, shall in any manner discriminate against or intimidate any employee hired for the performance of work under this contract on account of race, creed or color.

3. That there may be deducted from the amount payable to the contractor under this contract, a penalty of five dollars ($5) for each person for each calendar day during which such person was discriminated against or intimidated, in violation of the provisions of this contract; and,

4. That this contract may be cancelled or terminated by the school district, and all money due or to become due hereunder may be forfeited, for a second or any subsequent violation of the terms or conditions of this portion of the contract.

13. Human Relations Act:  The provisions of the Pennsylvania Human Relations Act, Act 222 of October 27, 1955 (P.L. 744) (43 P.S. Section 951, et. seq.) of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania prohibit discrimination because of race, color, religious creed, ancestry, age, sex, national origin, handicap or disability, by employers, employment agencies, labor organizations, contractors and others.  The contractor shall agree to comply with the provisions of this Act as amended that are made part of this specification.  Your attention is directed to the language of the Commonwealth’s non-discrimination clause in 16 PA. Code 349.101.

14. Standard of Quality:  The various materials and products specified in the specifications by name or description are given to establish a standard of quality and of cost for bid purposes.  It is not the intent to limit the acceptance to any one material or product specified, but rather to name or describe it as the absolute minimum standard that is desired and acceptable.  A material or product of lesser quality would not be acceptable.  Where proprietary names are used, whether or not followed by the words “or as approved equal,” they shall be subject to equals only as approved by the school district.  A Northern York County School District representative shall be the sole judge in making determinations as to the quality.

15. Provisions for the Use of Steel and Steel Products Made in the U.S.:  In accordance with Act 3 of the 1978 General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, if any steel or steel products are to be used or supplied in the performance of the contract, only those produced in the United States as defined therein shall be used or supplied in the performance of the contract or any subcontracts thereunder.  In accordance with Act 161 of 1982, cast iron products shall also be included and produced in the United States.  Act 141 of 1984 further defines “steel products” to include machinery and equipment.  The Act also provides clarifications and penalties.

16. Asbestos:  No asbestos containing products will be used in the scope of this project.

17. Compliance with Laws and Agency Mandates:  The Contractor shall be responsible for all costs and compliance with all laws, regulations and permits of local, state and federal governments, PA D.E.R., and the E.P.A. regulations.  

The Contractor shall be fully responsible for compliance with construction safety requirements of the PA Department of Labor and Industry and the U.S. Department of Labor Occupational Safety and Health Administration and the rules and provisions relating to the avoidance, use of, handling, and disposal of hazardous materials or waste as promulgated by federal, state, and local governmental entities.

The Northern York County School District is exempt form Pennsylvania sales tax and Federal taxes.  However, there are certain activities that are taxable (refer to the Pennsylvania Sales and Use Tax Law).

All applicable laws shall be deemed to be part of these specifications and the contract shall be enforced as though they were included.

18. Procurement of Applicable Building Permit(s):  The Owner shall secure and pay for the building permit(s) if needed.

19. Insurance Requirements:
A. Insurance Needed – From signing of the Contract until final payment, the Contractor shall at his expense, purchase and maintain the following insurance in companies properly licensed, having a Best Rating of A or A+, and satisfactory to the Owner.  All insurance shall be carried with companies that are financially responsible.  If any such insurance is due to expire during the construction period, the Contractor shall not permit the coverage to lapse and shall furnish evidence of coverage to the Owner.

1) Workmen’s Compensation, including Occupational Disease, and Employer’s Liability Insurance:

a) Statutory – Amounts and coverage as required by Commonwealth of Pennsylvania Workmen’s Compensation laws.

b) Employer’s Liability at least $500,000 each accident; $500,000 disease policy limits; $500,000 disease each employee.

2) Public Liability including coverage for direct operations, sublet work, personal and advertising injury, bodily injury, property damage with explosion, collapse, and underground hazard coverage (X, C, U) contractual liability, products, and completed operations with limits not less than those states below.

3) Comprehensive Automobile Liability Insurance including coverage for owned, non-owned, and hired vehicles with limits not less than those stated below.

a) Bodily Injury and Property Damage Combined
$1,000,000

4) Umbrella Liability policy minimum coverage $1,000,000 each occurrence to override all Comprehensive Liability Policies.

5) Include the Owner and, as applicable, the construction manager and the Architect/Engineer, as an additional insured under Contractor’s Public Liability and Umbrella Excess Liability Policies.

6) Contractor shall submit to the Owner within five (5) days of the award of a contract, an appropriate Certificate of Insurance which certifies that the company is covered by insurance requirements as stated in sections A, 1) – 5) above.  A notarized letter shall accompany certificate of Insurance from the Contractor’s insurance carrier advising the Owner to what degree the aggregate limit has been impaired.  Further, the Contractor fully understands that failure to timely submit the Certificate of Insurance shall give the Owner the option to withdraw the award.

a) Contractor’s Certificate of Insurance shall be submitted to the Owner on the standard ‘Acord’ Form.

b) The Contractor shall require the Insurance Company to modify the cancellation reporting policy (as written in the lower right-hand of the ‘Acord’ Form) to read as follows:

Should any of the above-described policies be cancelled before the expiration date thereof, the issuing company will mail sixty (60) days written notice to the certificate holder named to the left.

B. Owner’s Liability Insurance – The Owner shall provide the following kinds of insurance for the project:

C. In accord with the provisions of this Article, the Owner hereby notifies the Contractors that the Owner does not intend to carry Property Insurance on construction materials, stored on or off site, or in transit, nor construction equipment stored or in transit.

D. Installation Floater (Builder’s Risk) – The Contractor will provide all risk coverage with a deductible not higher than $1,000, per occurrence.  The Owner will not supply coverage for Contractor’s equipment and/or tools.

20. Site Restoration:  Contractor shall be responsible to restore the site to the site’s original condition upon completion of the installation work. 

21. Protection of Persons, Property, and Work in Progress:  Contractor shall provide all safety devises, fences, lights, barricades, signs, etc., as required for protection of persons, and temporary wood doors, window covers, locks, barricades, etc., to protect work in progress.  No other signs will be permitted on the site.

22. Use of Property:  Contractor(s) shall limit the use of the property to construction activities in areas designated as required to perform the project.  Keep driveways and entrances clear at all times; do not use these areas for parking or storage of materials.  Schedule deliveries to minimize requirements of storage of materials.

23. Tobacco, Alcohol and Drugs:  The Northern York County School District’s official policies prohibit the possession, use, or distribution of alcohol or drugs on school property, and the use of tobacco on school property.  Contractors shall ensure that all workmen, delivery persons, inspectors, and subcontractors comply with these Board Policies.

24. Contact Person(s):  All bidders are responsible to visit the site prior to bidding.  Mr. Dallas Stahlman will conduct a walk-through of the location on Wednesday, April 12, 2000 at 10:00 AM.  If you cannot make the walk-through, please contact Mr. Dallas Stahlman, Supervisor of Buildings and Grounds, or Mr. Melvin Yoder, Maintenance Worker, at (717) 432-8691 x1108, to arrange a visit.

25. Pennsylvania Prevailing Wage Rates:  This regulation and the general Pennsylvania prevailing minimum wage rates (Act 422 of 1961, P.L. 987 amended by Act 342 of 1963, P.L. 653) as determined by the Secretary of Labor and Industry, shall be paid for each craft or classification of workers needed to perform the contract during the anticipated term thereof in the locality in which public work is performed, are part of these specifications.

26. Use of Explosives:  Use of explosives is not permitted.

27. Compatibility of Work to Existing Conditions:  The Contractor shall be fully responsible that, in an approved manner, each trade shall perform demolition work to any existing building(s) and appurtenances necessary to affect the construction of the new work and to make the various parts fit together with the existing.  Trades shall excavate, disconnect, cut, cap-off, patch, and match with new materials as required, all in such a manner as approved by the utility companies, the local codes of enforcement, the Owner, and any and all other authorities having jurisdiction.  Replace or repair any damage to surroundings caused by operations under this contract.  As the case may be, all furnishings and loose equipment remain the property of the Owner and all other items of demolition (unless noted otherwise) become the property of the contractor, who is responsible for removing the same prior to the completion of this contract.

28. Pre-qualification of Bidders: Contractors bidding on this project at the time of the submission of bids, shall submit a list of five (5) projects similar in nature to this one, including name and telephone number of a contact person.  Projects to have been completed within the past two (2) years.

29. Verifying Existing Utilities:  The Contractor must make all contacts necessary to verify location of existing utilities prior to beginning excavation.

30. Liquidated Damages:  Contractor must give Northern York County School District 48 hours notice before beginning work.  If the building construction is not substantially completed by the close of business on Friday, August 11, 2000, liquidated damages will be imposed at the rate of $300 per day until the project is substantially completed.

31. Owners Compliance in Retaining Payments:  If the District intends to retain a percentage of the payments to the contractors throughout the duration of the project as outlined in Act 317 of 1978, the amount and length of time will be noted on the bid document.

32. Sub-Contracts:  The successful bidder shall not assign, transfer, or sublet bids without prior written approval by Northern York County School District.

33. Payment:  Payment shall be approved upon receipt of the invoice and all units and service in a condition acceptable to Northern York County School District at its sole discretion where said payment has been approved by the Board of School Directors at its regularly scheduled monthly meeting.

34. Liability:  Contractor will be responsible for any damage to property caused by the contractor or his agents.  Contractor further covenants and agrees to assume and does hereby assume all liability for, and shall and does agree to indemnify and save harmless the School District against any and all loss, costs, suits, claims, charges, or damages, or injuries, torts, or trespasses happening in and about, or in any way incident to, or by reason of the performance of this contract and the performance of said work and labor, including costs, counsel fees, and all expenses of defense.    

35. Clearances:  Act 34 and Act 151 forms (Criminal Background and Child Abuse) must be supplied for all employees scheduled to work on the job site when school is in session.

36. Bid/Price Dates:  No bidder may withdraw their bid for a period of 90 days after the date set for opening bids.

37. Samples:  The Northern York County School District reserved the right to require bidder to ship sample amount(s) at bidder’s expense and to reject sample as not meeting specifications at its sole discretion and to require bidder to remove sample unit(s) at bidder’s expense.

38. Set up:  Bidders price includes cost of delivery and set up per Northern York County School District instructions and removal of shipping/packaging materials from Northern York County School District premises.

39. Alternates:  Alternates must be clearly indicated on the bid response.

40. Non-Collusion Affidavit:  The enclosed Non-Collusion Affidavit must be executed and submitted with the bid document.

41. Default:  Failure to confirm to bid conditions or contract documents or purchase order shall result in the bidder being required to remove said item and repair or replace at no cost to the Northern York County School District.  If bidder does not correct non-conformance within a specified time by Northern York County School District, the District has the right to remove and/or replace with items or services from the open market and any costs shall be the responsibility of the bidder.

42. Site Visit:  The bidder shall be responsible to visit the Northern High School site to acquaint themselves with local conditions at that location so that note can be made of anything that might affect their bids.  The bidder shall verify all measurements.

43. Number of Units to be Ordered:  The District is interested in obtaining six (6) relocatable classrooms.  The actual configuration of the classrooms being proposed (two double units and two single units, six single units, etc.) must be documented in the bid, keeping in mind the District’s interest in controlling costs.

SPECIFICATIONS:

1. Modular building to be manufactured by Schiavi, Modular Design Technology Gelco Space, GE Capital Modular Space or approved equal.  Classrooms will be used by high school students.

2. Size:

a) Minimum 859 sq. ft. of classroom space.

3. Frame

a) 12’ I beam frame – minimum

b) Detachable Hitches

4. Floor Structure

a) 2” x 8” floor joists – 16” on center

b) R-19 unfaced, fiberglass batt insulation

c) Pressure treated lumber on sill plate

d) 5/8” plywood tongue and grooved - minimum

5. Wall Structure – 16” on center

a) 2” x 4” wood or metal – premium stud grade – minimum

b) Top plate – double

c) ½ “ vinyl clad gypsum (color as selected by Owner from standard options)

d) R-11 faced fiberglass batt insulation – minimum

e) Vertical vinyl siding (color and style as selected by Owner from standard options)

6. Roof Construction

a) 3/12 pitched roof – minimum

b) Continuous eaves venting and ridge or gable venting

c) 55# live load rafters, 16” on center

d) 235# asphalt shingles over 15 lb. felt paper – minimum

e) 7/16” OSB roof sheathing – minimum

f) R-19 faced fiberglass insulation - minimum

7. Doors

a) 36” x 80” insulated steel out swing

b) Two entrance/exit doors per classroom (opposite walls)

c) All doors will have commercial grade, panic, closure lever, ADA hardware, and weather-stripping.

d) Doors will have less than 2 sq. ft. of safety glass area

8. Windows

a) Will be thermopane and operable

b) Exterior will be vinyl or aluminum finish, maintenance free

c) Windows will be located on no more than two (2) of the exterior walls of each classroom.

9. Electrical

a) Classroom lighting will meet recommended foot-candle minimum for school classroom use.

b) All wiring will meet NEC

c) Minimum two(2) duplex receptacles on each wall, in each classroom

d) Minimum two (2) receptacle circuits per room

e) A 200 amp service will be supplied by the Owner to a 200 amp disconnect supplied by the successful bidder.

f) The manufacturer will install the 200-amp panel or two (2) 100-amp panels.

g) All wiring and fixtures except for final hook-up to the electric panel will be the responsibility of the successful bidder.

10. HVAC

a) Separate heating/cooling thermostat and unit(s) per classroom.

b) Heating and cooling units shall be designed to minimize operational noise to room occupants.

c) Heating/cooling units shall have capacity for adjusting amount of outside air induced into space.  Adjustment may be manually controlled at the thermostat or automatically based on space temperature and setting of automatic control set at thermostat(s).

d) Relief air shall be considered in building design so as to make outside air intake for heating/cooling unit function as needed.

e) Air conditioning unit shall be 240 volt; single phase with sufficient BTU’s to cool space provided and still maintain a minimum outside air intake setting.

f) The space will be designed and supplied with sufficient electric heat to maintain a minimum of 70( 2 with 0( ambient temperature. 

11. Finishes

a) Carpet – 26 oz. Nylon unitary backing

b) 4” vinyl cove base throughout (color to be selected by Owner from standard manufacturer’s colors).

c) All interior surfaces will be finished and ready for occupancy.

d) Window interior and door trim to be primed and painted or vinyl coated.

e) Ceiling – texture drop ceiling or acoustic finish sheet rock, White or Off-white in color.

12. Foundation

a) As needed, masonry blocking will be the only acceptable interior floor support permitted.  Wood pilasters will not be acceptable.

b) All foundation supports will be a minimum of 36” below grade.

c) Successful bidder will supply all stoops, ramps, steps, and handrails for exterior doors.

d) Successful bidder will help owner locate position of walkway to existing building.

e) It is the responsibility of the successful bidder to set the building level and plum.  The units will be set as close as possible to the elevation of the existing building stoop.

f) Units will be tied down as per manufacturer’s specification and local codes.

13. Miscellaneous

a) The classrooms will share a common entrance foyer, which will face the existing building, or each classroom door on the existing building side will be as close together as reasonably possible.  The opposite wall exit/entrance doors may be at any location on the wall.  If classrooms share a common foyer, classroom entrance doors at that location may be of wood construction, and a common steel exterior door may be used, making three (3) total exterior/exit doors.

b) Interior ceilings shall be a minimum of 7’6” clearance.

c) The structure will be properly secured to the foundation as recommended by the manufacturer and as required by local building codes.

d) Construction will meet BOCA Code.

e) The building will have a maintenance free exterior to include vertical vinyl skirting to match siding.  Skirting to be installed with screw and slots as per the manufacturer’s specifications and local ordinances.

f) Roof gutters and downspouts will be the responsibility of the Contractor.

g) 12’ x 4’ porcelain chalkboard with tray and tack rail aluminum frame.  “Greensteel” or equal, installed in each classroom – minimum.

h) 4’ x 4’ tack board with aluminum frame, “Greensteel” or equal, installed in each classroom – minimum.

i) Provide adequate space for storing coats and boots for twenty-six (26) students and one (1) teacher per classroom – minimum.

j) One (1) storage closet with shelves per classroom – minimum.

k) One (1) 10 lb. fire extinguisher with wall bracket per classroom.

l) All materials and workmanship shall be guaranteed for one (1) year from substantial completion.

m) All materials used for the manufacture or construction of any supplies, materials, or equipment covered by this bid shall be new, the latest model, of best quality, and of the highest grade workmanship.

n) Include manufacturer’s literature and specifications with bid on classrooms to be supplied.  Scale drawing of units must be included.

o) Please include with the bid a list of the items that either exceed or do not meet these specifications.
